
 
SYNOPSIS & CLARIFICATIONS  

 
In the framework of Trade Facilitation Component, more than 5000 participants from 
over 100 different cities of Southeastern Europe have successfully been trained in a 
series of TTFSE seminars between 2001 and 2004.   The bellow brief analysis 
clarifies TFC comprehensive results in relation to the distribution of three separate 
Grants targeting eight different countries of Southeast Europe. 
 
Upon the TFC singing ceremony in Athens and a week-long executive training 
session provided to all key players from each participating country, the TFC was 
initially introduced in six different countries of Southeast Europe.  Albania, Bosnia 
and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, f.y. Republic of Macedonia, and Romania started 
the execution in their respective national territories from 2001-2002 (Grant A FY 1) 
and 2002-2003 (Grant A FY 2), to 2003-2004 (Grant A FY 3). 
 
From the aforementioned countries, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, f.y. Republic 
of Macedonia, and Romania finalized the project through a series of amended 
contractual agreements singed between the Project Management Unit of Anatolia 
College which determined until the end of the project the following hosting structures 
per country: 
 
1. The Foreign Trade Chamber of Bosnia and Herzegovina;  
2. The Croatian Chamber of Economy; 
3. The Economic Chamber of Macedonia; 
4. The Romanian Chamber of Commerce and Industry   
 
Under the same Grant and upon the completion of one to two years of successful 
execution, the hosting structures in the two remaining countries (Albania –ANALTIR, 
Albanian Transport Association, and Bulgaria – Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce 
and Industry) changed with two new contractual agreements.   
 
The Union of Chambers of Commerce and Industry became the new hosting structure 
in Albania beginning FY 2, and finalized the project with a series of contractual 
amendments.  Likewise, the National Center for Vocational Training within BCCI 
became responsible for the execution of the program beginning FY 3. 
 
In continuation to Grant A, during FY 3, the Project Management Unit of Anatolia 
College received two additional Grants, which allowed the adoption of Trade 
Facilitation Component into Serbia and Montenegro (Grant B), and Moldova (Grant 
C) respectively. 
 
As the enclosed results reflect the seminar execution activity produced by all 
participating countries, and due to the continuing amendments signed, clarifications 
become necessary in order to assess the execution in a chronological order.
